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3:14—15).

esus secures our salvation on many

levels. When we are viewed as persons
needing healing, Jesus, as a physician,
provides healing (Mark 1:34; 2:17).
When we are seen as persons brought
before the judge, Jesus is our advocate (1
John 2:1-2), bringing about justification
and acquittal (Romans 3:24). When
looked upon as separated from a Holy
God, Jesus is Priest, sanctifying and
cleansing, securing our forgiveness (1
Cor 6:9—11). Only Jesus can provide
what we need when it comes to our salva-
tion.

Salvation is spoken of in the contexts
of healing, justification, and sanctifica-
tion. Add to these that it is also spoken
of in the context of what occurs in the
marketplace. In the markets the language
of redemption (1 Pet 1:18), buying (1
Cor 6:20), and purchasing is used (Eph
1:14). And when believers reflect upon
the life of Jesus, they are reminded that
the saved have been redeemed, bought,
and purchased. The redeemed also un-
derstand that no one of us could ever
have secured the funds necessary to buy
or purchase our salvation. Jesus paid the
price in full (1 Pet 1:18).

The truth that Jesus pays the price for
our salvation often results in believers
speaking in the language of salvation be-
ing made free; that is free when we con-
sider what we were able to provide, but
definitely not free when we tally what
Jesus paid. Indeed we know that He pur-
chased salvation with currency which
had value beyond all the gold, silver, pre-
cious stones, or commodities the earth
could provide. Believers have been

bought with the blood of Christ. But

Jesus spoke of giving abilities to his apos-
tles in terms of what they freely received.
Matthew records the words of the lim-
ited commission for the apostles:
And as ye go, preach, saying, The
kingdom of heaven is at hand.
Heal the sick, raise the dead,
cleanse the lepers, cast our de-
mons: freely you received, freely
give (Matthew 10:7—8, NASB).
The words of Jesus related to “freely,” are
comforting to the children of God. But
sometimes, when it comes to our Chris-
tian walk, the word is misapplied.

God’s children have correct theol-
ogy, and understanding when they em-
phasize that the price for salvation has
been paid by Jesus. They are correct, too,
when they comfort themselves with the
thought that Jesus has freely given some
things. But there are problems with the
understanding that leads to the belief
that there are no monetary teachings re-
lated to pleasing God.

Jesus continues His instructions to
the twelve, who will freely give what was
freely given to them:

Do not acquire, gold, or silver,
or copper for your money belts,
or a bag for your journey, or even
two coats, or sandals, or a staff;
for the worker is worthy of his
support (Matthew 10:9, NASB).

The reader must be careful not to miss
very important and necessary teachings
of Jesus in these verses. Jesus has already
spoken of freely giving abilities to the
apostles. In turn, the lost sheep of the
house of Israel would freely receive
preaching, healing, cleansing, and the
casting out of demons. Does this, how-

ever, result in no obligation for those
who are being freely given the incompa-
rable blessings of the everlasting king-
dom of God the Creator and Jesus the
Savior of the world?

Ponder further the instructions to
the apostles. They are about to go on a
journey, a trip, into foreign cities. Cities
where they might not have relatives or
acquaintances. And they are advised not
to take money, no extra clothing, nor
shoes. Consider, too, that if a parent, or
spouse, Or even company were to give
these instructions to persons they were
directing to go on long trips; they might
be liable for suits, brought up on charges,
or declared unfit to parent, be in a rela-
tionship, or supervise. What, then,
makes sense of the directives Jesus gives
the apostles?

The apostles are apparently being
sent to people who have an understand-
ing of faith and relationship to God that
are different from how many understand
their responsibilities to the kingdom of
God today. Jesus describes the recipients
of what is freely given as the “lost sheep
of the house of Israel” (Matt 10:6). In
fact, the apostles were admonished not
to go to the gentiles, neither to the city of
the Samaritans (10:5). And although the
Jews are described as the lost sheep of
the house of Israel, that description had
nothing to do with what they under-
stood about faith. Those who receive of
the faith, monetarily support the king-
dom’s workers.

Jesus assured the apostles what the lost
sheep of the house of Israel apparently
knew: “the worker is worthy of his sup-
port” (Matt 10:10). These workers would
freely give what Jesus provided. The lost
sheep of the house of Israel should freely
receive in gratitude. But these do no con-
clude that because I have been freely given
the benefits of the kingdom, because Jesus
paid it all, because the blood of Jesus re-
deems, purchases, and buys my salvation, I
am not obligated, I owe no debt, I do not
pay.

In some philosophical settings, it is com-
mon place to speak of monetary obliga-
tions of the children of God as the brain
child of religious charlatans. In the acad-

emies and halls of the barber shops, beauty
parlors, nail salons, sports bars, and the
like, the doubtful mock the idea that a
God who provides our great salvation also
obligates us to be the financial wing of the
kingdom of God.

The apostles knew, and the lost sheep
of the house of Israel, apparently knew
that the reason there was no need for the
apostles to carry gold, silver, brass, changes
of clothing, and shoes, was because God’s
kingdom is structured in such a way that
those who freely receive, also give.

In our continued focus on being exam-
ples in all things. One of the characteristics
seen in the child of God is that he and she
structure their lives to be able to give to
the support of the ministry of the king-

dom. Paul writes to Titus about the
needed support of two men who would be
working under the auspices of the great
commission: “Bring Zenas the lawyer and
Apollos on their journey diligently, that
nothing be wanting unto them” (Titus
3:13). To bring persons on their journey is
Bible language for support. This directive
is given to Titus. But Titus will not be
alone in this effort.

Paul continues, “And let ours also learn
to maintain good works for necessary uses
that they be not unfruitful” (Titus 3:14).
What is Paul saying to Titus about the life-
style of those in Crete. We shall explore
further how the price Jesus paid for our
salvation obligates us to a fruit bearing,
giving lifestyle.
